The Floyd Monument

The Floyd Monument was named after Sergeant Charles Floyd.  The pouring of the foundation was started on May 29, 1900.  The size of the foundation was 22 square feet at the bottom, 13 ½ feet squared at the top, and 11 feet high.  This was poured by hand in one day by about 100 men.  The monument itself stands 100 feet high.  Sergeant Floyd’s remains were placed in urns and placed in the concrete core of the monument.  Sergeant Floyd was the only crew member of the Lewis and Clark Expedition and the first United States soldier to die west of the Mississippi.  He died on Monday, August 20, 1804, in the area just south of Sioux City, of what is believed to be appendicitis.
